The Equitek €100? incorporates acircuit which shuts
the microphone off if phantom power isremoved. Thisisdone so
that battery power will be conserved if the user forgetsto turn the
microphone off. If it isdesired to operate the microphone using only
the batteries, thisfeature must be disabled or the microphone will not
function. Thisiseasily done by means of asmall movable
configuration jumper located inside the battery cover of the
microphone. To gain access to the configuration jumper, remove the
single allen head screw near the bottom of the microphone on the
back side using the supplied 2.5mm allen wrench. Then remove the
battery cover and batteries for access to the configuration jumper. If
you do not plan to use the microphone without phantom power, it is
recommended that the configuration jumper remaininitsdefault ON position.
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A Special Note About Batteries

The high quality rechargeabl e batteries used in the Equitek e100? are Nickel Metal Hydride, or Nickle Cadmium type.
They were selected to provide long life with virtually no maintenance and have anumber of properties that make them superior to
most commonly availablerechargeable"9 volt" batteries:
1) Higher output voltage
2) Lower self dischargerate
3) Highimmunity to overcharging

If the 1007 is operated with a48 volt phantom power supply it isunlikely they will ever need to be recharged, even if the
microphoneis unused for months. If it should ever become necessary to replace the batteries or if you simply want a spare set,
Useonly high quality Nickel Metal Hydride, or Nickle Cadmium type batteries.
